A ROADMAP FOR OHANA GROUPS: TAKE EXIT 5A  
Hebrews 10:19-39  

VISION FOR OHANA GROUPS  
A place where anyone is invited to grow in their journey toward a vibrant relationship with God and 
each other in a family-like environment. 

CONTEXT OF HEBREWS 10:19-21  

EXIT 5A DIRECTIONS:  

1) Go North on v.22 (We have full  ACCESS  to God)  
v.22 = let us draw near to God with a sincere heart…   

2) Head South on v.23 (We have an  ANCHOR  for our soul)  
v.23 = let us hold unswervingly to the hope we profess…   

3) Turn slight right onto v.24 (We must be  ACCOUNTABLE  to one another)  
v.24 = let us consider how we may spur one another on…   

4) Merge onto v.25 (We must  AFFIRM  one another by meeting regularly)  
v.25 = let us not give up meeting together, but let us encourage one another   

WATCH OUT FOR DETOUR at vv.26-35  

5) Take exit 5A toward v.36 (We must  ACCOMPLISH  the will of God)  
v.36 = let us persevere in doing the will of God
